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Abstracts
The participation of local communities plays an important role in the development of sustainable marine tourism. This paper uses a document search method, finding 49 articles related to the topic. From there, the author analyzes the literature to generalize the studies on aspects such as research locations, research methods, research theories and research contents. From there, a research gap on this topic is identified in Vietnam. The participatory behavior of the community participation is quite complicated; therefore, the combination of different theories to complement each other is used quite a lot; however, the combination of Social Exchange Theory (SET), Theory of Planned Behavior (TBP) and Sustainable Development Theory to explain perceptions, the attitudes, intentions, and behaviors of the community participation to develop sustainable marine tourism are still quite few. In Vietnam, studies on the participation of the community in the development of marine tourism have been carried out but there has been no research focusing on coastal communities and island communities particularly in Binh Thuan province.
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1. Introduction
The tourism development has been spatially focused on the beach for much of the past 50 years, as witnessed for example, in the slogan of the four ‘S’ of tourism. The ocean and the marine environment as a whole has become one of the new frontiers and fastest growing areas of the world’s tourism industry (Miller & Auyong, 1991). The activities that take place 
in coastal zones and the near-shore coastal ocean, none is increasing in both volume and diversity more than coastal tourism and recreation (Hall, 2001). The development of beach resorts and the increasing popularity of marine tourism has all placed increased pressure on the coast, an area for which use may already be highly concentrated in terms of agriculture, human settlements, fishing and industrial location (Miller, 1993). According to Felstead (2000) public participation acts as a driving force to protect the natural and cultural environment of the community as a tourism product, while also encouraging higher tourism-related income (Okazaki, 2008). According to Resolution 08 of the Politburo on developing tourism into a key economic sector, in the tasks and solutions it is stated: "create favorable conditions for people to directly participate in business and benefit from tourism; adopt policies to support the development of community tourism, enhance the role of the community, build a civilized and friendly tourism community in dealing with tourists; promote the role of socio-professional organizations related to tourism".  Marine tourism is one of the advantageous types of tourism of Vietnam's tourism. Therefore, the study of community participation in marine tourism needs to be paid attention to, from which state management agencies in charge of tourism will come up with appropriate policies and programs to attract and increase the participation of tourism partners to develop sustainable tourism. The participation of the local community in marine tourism is not only to improve the livelihood of the local community but also to contribute to protecting the sensitive marine environment, besides, increasing awareness of preserving indigenous culture. Specifically, sustainable marine tourism is a top priority not how to make a lot of money from tourists but how to protect a clean marine environment; attract local communities to associate with tourism, local communities are proud to introduce local culture to tourists; The economic aspect is not how to make money from tourists, but whether the local community really increases in tourism income. As a premise to attract the participation of local communities, propose policies and programs suitable for local communities, especially coastal communities, it is necessary to study an overview of documents related to the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development in Vietnam and the world. The paper clarifies the problems of the area, methods, contents, background theories and research objects researched. From there, the study will provide an overview of the research topic and find research gaps on factors affecting the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development in Vietnam. 
2. Concepts
2.1 Concept of local community involvement
According to Arnstein (1969), citizen participation is the redistribution of power that enables the have-not citizens, presently excluded from the political and economic processes, to deliberately included in the future (Arnstein, 1969). Haywood (1988) Community participation as a process of involving all stakeholders (local government officials, local citizens, architects, developers, business people, and planners) in such way that  decision-making is shared (Haywood, 1988). Palisano et al (2012) Participation is the mental, physical, and emotional involvement of people in group situations that can encourage them to contribute to group goals and various responsibilities in achieving those goals (Palisano et al., 2012). King et al (2015) Participation is community involvement in developing themselves, their lives, and their environment (King et al., 2015). The involvement of local communities in tourism development is a process. This process begins with being aware of the role and benefits of tourism for themselves and their locality. The end with the implementation of their own tourism activities in different forms, levels and times (Hạnh., 2016). 

2.2 Concept of marine tourism
Luković (2012) “Nautical tourism can be defined as multifunctional and  multidisciplinary tourist activity with a distinct maritime component.” (Luković, 2012). Lam Gonzalez ´ et al. (2015) “Nautical tourism as a segment of people motivated by leisure, recreation and sports related to the sea or indeed with intentions to carry out a tourist activity at the destination with a clear nautical component” (Lam González et al., 2015). Hall (2001) Coastal tourism  embraces the full range of tourism, leisure, and recreationally oriented activities that take place in the coastal zone and the offshore coastal waters” (Hall, 2001). Lekakou and Tannatos (2001) “Maritime tourism refers to a particular form of tourism, and is the search of a more direct and more permanent contact of the tourist with the ocean” (Lekakou & Tannatos, 2001).  Orams (2002) “Marine tourism includes those recreational activities that invole travel away from one’s place of residence and which have as their host or focus the marine environment (where the marine environment is defined as those waters are saline and tide affected)” (Orams, 2002)
2.3 Concept of sustainable tourism development
Since the late 1980s, sustainable development has become a buzzword in development studies in general and tourism research in particular (Liu, 2003).  According to the Vietnam Tourism Law (2017), sustainable tourism development is the development of tourism that simultaneously meets socio-economic and environmental requirements, ensures the harmony of interests of subjects participating in tourism activities, and does not harm the ability to meet the needs of tourism in the future.  The concept of sustainable tourism development, according to the World Tourism Organization (WHO, 2002) develops sustainable tourism to meet the needs of current tourists and local regions while protecting and enhancing opportunities for the future (WHO, 2002). According to M. Vodenska (2020), sustainable tourism development must be one in which the economic and social changes associated with it lead to a decrease in the need for environmental protection. More specifically, sustainable tourism development is described as a development that includes:
+ Integrity of economic development and environmental protection objectives. From a tourism point of view, this means the use of tourism resources in such a way as to both benefit local people and bring satisfaction to tourists without causing serious damage to the natural environment and socio-cultural;
+ Equitable distribution of assets generated from the sale of tourism products as well as costs for the conservation of tourism resources in different regions and countries between them and generations;
+ Linking quantitative growth with improving environmental quality, bringing mutual benefits to locals and tourists looking for an attractive and pollution-free resort environment (Vodenska, 2020). 

3. Research methods
Searching for documents from the Scopus and Web of Science databases, the author used keywords related to local communities, marine tourism, and sustainable marine tourism development found from Scopus 280 documents, Web of Science 202 documents (table 1). The author read and manually eliminated unrelated documents, as a result, there were 32 articles related to the participation of local communities in sustainable tourism development from Scopus, for Web of Science after manually removing irrelevant articles, duplicate articles in Scopus, 1 new article was found.  In addition, in order to avoid missing published documents in this field from other sources, the author used the above keywords to search on google scholar, National Agency for Science and Technology Information (NASATI), prestigious journals of Vietnam, the author found 15 more articles and 01 monograph. A total of 49 research papers have been published on this topic in Vietnam and the world.

4. Research results 
4.1 Regarding the research area
Based on Table 2, the research area on the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development was carried out in many different countries, mainly in countries in the Asia-Pacific region (75.5%), Europe and the Americas (8.4%), the three regions with the most research papers.  One study was conducted in two countries.

4.2 The research methodology
Researchers have used a variety of research methods to solve the problem. In which, the quantitative research method (questionnaire survey) was carried out the most (47%), followed by the qualitative method (35%), and the method that was carried out less was the mixed research method (a combination of quantitative and qualitative) 18%. (Table 3)

4.3 Theoretical frameworks
When studying the participation of local communities in the development of marine tourism, it is a development not only from an economic perspective, but also from a socio-cultural and environmental perspective. Therefore, the Theory of Sustainable Development is applied quite a lot in studies to clarify the impact of tourism on the quality of life, level of participation, awareness and attitudes of local communities

Studying the involvement of local communities in marine tourism development is a rather complex process. Therefore, in addition to using one theory as mentioned above, researchers combine different theories in their research to better explain the behavior of local communities. A combination of Theory of Sustainable Development and Empowerment Theory that aims to facilitate the empowerment of local communities and aims to move towards the sustainability of the tourism industry (Sutawa, 2012). Or a combination of Theory of Sustainable Development, SET, and Participatory Behavior Theory. This combination has clarified people's perception of the impact of tourism, which will affect behavior, in addition to attitudes, participation aims to develop the economy, preserve the local culture and environment (Lê Chí Công, 2017). Combining the Theory of Forms of participation and the Theory of Sustainable Development to determine the true form of participation of local communities in tourism, from which participation really brings real benefits to the local community, the environment,  sustainable tourism development (Saputra et al., 2023), In addition, the study not only pays attention to the level of participation of coastal and island residents, but also pays attention to the level of participation of other parties such as local authorities, tourism businesses, and the government, the application of Stakeholder Theory, Sustainable Development Theory and Forms of community participation to clarify the research problem (Abukhalifeh & Wondirad, 2019). The combination of Theory of Sustainable Development, Forms of Participation and Social Innovation to emphasize the role of participation towards a better local community life will be innovated (Basile et al., 2021).

The study of Forms of Participation, the Theory of Sustainable Development is the most used, in addition, to study participatory behavior, SET is combined with other theories such as the combination of SET and Stakeholder Theory when stakeholders will consider economic benefits; Social costs affect the attitude of local communities to support tourism development (Hsu et al., 2019). Combining SET, Sustainable Livelihood Theory, Stakeholder Theory, and Common Asset Resource Theory to understand participatory behavior after they are aware of the potential economic benefits, not only each resident but also the various stakeholders involved in the sustainable development process to ensure livelihoods and proper utilization Resources available (Gumede, 2018). Combining SET and Theory of Sustainable Development to study the factors influencing resident attitudes (Choi & Sirakaya, 2005). Combination of SET and TPB (Latip et al., 2022) to study the attitudes and participatory behaviors of local communities towards a prosperous life. A fairly complete study of cognition, attitudes, intended behaviors, and behaviors participating in sustainable tourism development programs when applying the theory of SET, TPB, Theory of Sustainable Development, Expected Value Theory and Rational Choice Theory 


(Lê Chí Công, 2018) ADDIN EN.CITE . Or the identification of factors influencing participatory behavior by applying the TBP and the Theory of Emotional Solidarity with Emotional-related scales applied to study the behavior of coastal residents (Erul & Woosnam, 2022) (Table 4).

4.4 The content of the research: Studies on this topic have approached the local community from two perspectives, residents and stakeholders. Studies have clarified important contents. In general, the research contents are divided into the following four main groups: 
Content 1:  The role of community participation in sustainable marine tourism development
According to Basile et al. (2021), local community involvement is considered an appropriate and meaningful factor in facilitating interaction between tourists and the place, and a meaningful motivation to reinforce tourists' perception of authenticity and their attachment to the place (Basile et al., 2021). In addition, the involvement of the local community in turn has a positive impact on the quality of the destination (Budhiasa et al., 2017). Or according to research by Crespi et al. (2024) that shows the active, ongoing involvement of local communities and private organizations in enhancing the experience at La Santa Market, which is now an essential item on their summer agenda (Crespi-Vallbona & Noguer-Juncà, 2024). In addition, the involvement of local people in the planning process is essential to ensure the sustainable development of the areas where tourism begins to grow. The adoption of participatory planning helps communities benefit from the positive impacts of tourism, while mitigating its negative impacts (Cengiz et al., 2011). Community-focused conservation can be successful when appropriate community involvement is taken into account (Thaman et al., 2016), The lack of participation will affect the sustainability of the empowerment program (Handoko et al., 2023), through the participation of all stakeholders, sustainable tourism development will be easier to achieve (Sutawa, 2012), the participation of local communities contributing to the socio-economic well-being of local communities (Abukhalifeh & Wondirad, 2019), Local community involvement impacts the overall well-being of the community (Riyanto et al., 2023).
Content 2: Forms of community participation or level of participation in sustainable marine tourism development
Regarding the forms of participation, there are 3 different forms: The first form is comprehensive/proactive: The four aspects of community engagement include decision-making, implementation, sharing, and benefit evaluation (Karim & Sakdan, 2019). Most of the business management community (72%) is involved in coastal zone management activities starting from planning, implementing, monitoring and enjoying income from business activities. Community participation is seen from a ladder perspective, participation at the level of delegated authority (Triyuni et al., 2019). Community involvement in regional tourism development shows the existence of controlling stakeholders in planning, implementing and evaluating tourism development programs (Singgalen et al., 2019; Triyuni et al., 2019). 

The second form is participation but not much contribution: According to Ferol F Warouw et al. (2018) Showing the community's involvement in the development of coastal tourism at the level of civilized consultation, the community has given input and active discussion through two-way dialogue which means the level of attendance at meetings or conferences invited by the Government  (Warouw et al., 2018).  During the sustainable marine and coastal planning process, institutional organizations and formal stakeholders were involved in the information-gathering phases of the process, but in the subsequent decision-making phases, it was notable that local community members were absent (Wilke, 2023). 
The third figure is the passive or forced participation phase: Research shows that collaboration itself does not coincide with the realization of cultural sustainability as long as the current power disparities of local communities exist (Li et al., 2021). Community involvement related to the empowerment program using both top-down and bottom-up mechanisms leads to substantive community participation in the implementation of the low-lying coastal development program (Handoko, 2023). Some participants have a top-down or mandatory engagement style, limited accessibility (Saputra et al., 2023). 

Content 3: Barriers to the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development
Barriers that limit local community participation are pointed out by Mustapha & Azman (2013) that there are internal (cultural) and external (operational and structural) barriers that hinder community participation. In particular, cultural barriers are the biggest barrier and weather is an external barrier to the community (Mustapha & Azman, 2013). 
From the perspective of the government's mechanism, there are various factors that limit the participation of local communities in coastal tourism projects. Among these factors is the top-down approach used in most projects, whereby decisions are made from the outside by the government or investors and imposed on the local government of the community without giving them the opportunity to determine their own needs. Another limiting factor to active participation is the lack of consultation through appropriate channels as well as information sharing (Gumede, 2018). 
And the factors of livelihood, self-ability, distance also hinder the participation of the local community, local people living in Nha Trang Bay said that the tourism industry in marine protected areas does not guarantee better income for local people if they stop their traditional livelihoods and participate in the tourism industry. Low levels of education, the long distance between the home and the tourist destination, and the pressure to support the whole family are the main reasons that prevent locals living in marine protected areas from participating in the tourism industry (Thanh, 2020).

Content 4: Factors affecting the awareness, attitude and behavior of local communities towards sustainable marine tourism development
The first approach focuses on identifying the factors that affect people's attitudes towards future tourism development: Studies focus on factors such as economic benefits, social costs 


(Choi & Sirakaya, 2005; Hao et al., 2011; Hsu et al., 2019) ADDIN EN.CITE . In addition, Choi & Sirakaya (2005) adds environmental  sustainability, long-term planning, visitor satisfaction, community-centric economics (Choi & Sirakaya, 2005); People's attitude towards supporting sustainable tourism adds to the factor of people's support for sustainable tourism (Hsu et al., 2019); Factors that predict attitudes towards coastal resort tourism add infrastructure factors and the quality of life of the community (Hao et al., 2011).
The second approach relates to the perception of the positive and negative impacts on local communities due to tourism development: These studies focus on how local communities evaluate the benefits and costs of tourism development, some of which have explained people's support for future tourism development based on their assessment of the benefits and costs of tourism. There is research that focuses on the environmental aspect such as the study on the perception of positive and negative environmental impacts of communities in West Bengal, India (Baitalik & Bhattacharjee, 2023) or the sociocultural aspect of the study of people's perceptions of the sociocultural impact of community tourism in Jeffrey Bay, South Phi (Bartis & Madlwabinga, 2020), Awareness of the socio-economic and environmental impacts of tourism on local communities in Gilgit Baltistan, Pakistan (Jehan et al., 2023). And the studies approach from 3 economic, socio-cultural and environmental perspectives such as community awareness of economic impacts, socio-cultural impacts and environmental impacts on support for tourism development in small island countries in Turkey  (Robinson et al., 2019), People's awareness of tourism development impacts the aspects (economic, cultural, social, environmental) of coastal communities in Cha-am Beach, Gulf of Thailand (Unhasuta et al., 2021); environmental, socio-cultural, and economic impacts of coastal tourism tourism with the Wild Coast community in Elliotdale (Goliath et al., 2018). And a study that mentions that in addition to the above 3 factors, it also focuses on the problem of coastal and water contamination  (Eshliki & Kaboudi, 2012).
The third approach leaves studies on local community perceptions and attitudes    towards tourism: Attitudes and perceptions of local communities towards the negative environmental impacts of coastal tourism (Baitalik & Bhattacharjee, 2023); analysis of people's awareness, attitude and participation in tourism development in a tourist destination includes four factors: a sense of belonging, the ability of local authorities to participate, the trend of investment in tourism related to the interests of people in directly supporting or directly participating in tourism development; attitude towards tourism development created by tourism development (Presenza et al., 2013) or people's awareness and attitude towards the participation of local communities in tourism planning in island tourism destinations, including factors of a sense of belonging, the ability of local authorities to participate, attitudes towards tourism development, support from local businesses (Del Chiappa et al., 2018). 


The fourth approach is the study of behavioral influencing factors: Studies on behavioral influencing factors can be divided into the following 3 groups: 
The first group consists of individual factors: factors that affect the participation of local communities in tourism-related business activities In the case of Langkawi Island, the local community is mainly affected by two factors: income and encouragement from family. In addition, participation is also supported by other factors such as confidence, excitement and opportunities available in Langkawi (Salleh et al., 2016).
The second group is related to the perception of the benefits and fees affecting the quality of life: the local community is aware of the negative and positive impacts of socio-cultural factors on the quality of life. In addition, quality of life is also a predictor of the participation and support of the local community in tourism development in Nha Trang city, Khanh Hoa province 
 ADDIN EN.CITE 

(Trân, 2021)
. Local communities are aware of the benefits and quality of life that affect the attitudes and participation behaviors of local communities on the Central Coast, Vietnam (Lê Chí Công, 2017). 

The third group relates to behavioral intentions that will impact behavior: Explaining people's supportive behavior towards tourism includes the following factors: Emotional solidarity, pro-tourism attitudes, attitudes to contribute to the community, perceptions of behavioral control and subjective norms, people's intentions to support tourism; people's tourism support behavior (Erul & Woosnam, 2022). Explaining people's supportive behavior for tourism includes factors such as awareness of benefits, awareness of costs, attitudes, social influence, control of cognitive behavior, interest in tourism development, knowledge of tourism development, intention to participate, participation behavior 


(Lê Chí Công, 2018) ADDIN EN.CITE . 
4.5 Research Gaps
Regarding research theory: For studies on factors influencing local community participation in sustainable marine tourism development, SET is most often applied to explain the correlation between perception of benefits, costs and attitudes towards tourism development,  thereby affecting tourism behavior 
 ADDIN EN.CITE

. Next, the Theory of Sustainable Development is used to study from the perspective of empowerment, participation in planning, attitudes, and perceptions of tourism of local communities because the participation of local communities is also aimed at sustainable development, giving local communities a good life for the present and protecting resources for future generations. Not only that, when researching participatory behavior, the local community not only considers and considers the economic aspects but also the socio-cultural and environmental aspects of the place where the local community lives 


(Abukhalifeh & Wondirad, 2019; Basile et al., 2021; Eshliki & Kaboudi, 2012; Kaplan, 2015; Lê Chí Công, 2018; Lê Chí Công, 2017; Salleh et al., 2016; Saputra et al., 2023; Sugiyono, 2019; Sutawa, 2012; Unhasuta et al., 2021) ADDIN EN.CITE . In addition to applying a theory, there are quite a few studies that combine theories. The study of applying a particular theory is capable of explaining a particular aspect of an individual's decision in a given context. Many deterministic theories when used together have the potential to explain a wider range of deterministic behavior in an extended context (Sirakaya & Woodside, 2005). The combination of many theories in the study of this content has been applied by researchers as mentioned in the research theory section. TPB has been quite commonly applied to study the behavior of tourists in order to protect the environment and choose destinations 


(Gstaettner et al., 2017; Panwanitdumrong & Chen, 2021; Quintal et al., 2010; Sirakaya & Woodside, 2005) ADDIN EN.CITE , for the content of factors affecting the participation of local communities in the development of theoretical sustainable marine tourism, the TBP in combination with the SET (Latip et al., 2022), theoretical framework of emotional solidarity (Erul & Woosnam, 2022) to explain the intention, behavior, or participation in tourism development of local communities in sea and island areas. The combination of sustainable development theory, TPB, SET 


(Lê Chí Công, 2018) ADDIN EN.CITE  to consider from awareness to attitudes, behavioral intentions, and participatory behaviors of local communities, however, the combination of the above theories is still quite limited.
Regarding the research on factors affecting the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development, it can be briefly summarized into the following 3 groups of factors: Factors on perception of positive impacts (benefits) and negative (costs) in economic aspects,  culture – society and environment

, from the above perceptions have an impact on the attitude of the local community 


(Choi & Sirakaya, 2005; Hao et al., 2011; Hsu et al., 2019) ADDIN EN.CITE . The second group of factors is the group of factors that affect behavioral intentions and from behavioral intentions that affect the behavior of local communities to participate in tourism development 


(Erul & Woosnam, 2022; Lê Chí Công, 2018) ADDIN EN.CITE . The third group of factors is about factors that impact behavior: income, encouragement from family, confidence, excitement and opportunities (Salleh et al., 2016);  Awareness of the benefits of tourism on quality of life,  quality of life impacts attitudes,  attitudes  lead to behavior (Lê Chí Công, 2017). Based on previous studies, it can be seen that the factors influencing the participation of local communities are related to the perception of the costs and benefits of tourism activities on all aspects of community life, since after weighing the benefits and costs will impact their attitudes towards tourism studied quite a lot. However, for a more comprehensive view of the factors that impact local community engagement, the perception of benefits and costs affecting attitudes is considered first. Next, the factors that affect the intended behavior should also be focused. Currently, research on the factors that influence behavioral intentions is still limited. In addition, considering the relationship between intended behavior and behavior to participate in a travel program is affected by the experience factor of participating in tourism, no research on this topic has been conducted. 
Regarding research methods: The research methods applied to this topic are quite diverse, including qualitative research methods, quantitative research methods, and mixed research methods. The most widely used method is the quantitative method because in order to understand the factors affecting local community participation, it is necessary to conduct a local community survey as the main database for research. However, in addition to surveying the opinions of the local community, applying both qualitative methods to diversify perspectives as well as understanding the causes affecting the research results, the mixed research method is suitable, but the mixed research method is not much. 
About the research object: The research object is the local community in coastal areas and islands, which will have different characteristics from residents in other areas because the coast and islands are where they live and are quite sensitive to environmental issues. The life of local communities is highly dependent on marine and island resources, so attracting and enhancing their participation plays an important role in the development of sustainable marine tourism. Local communities in coastal areas and islands have been studied quite a lot in countries around the world 
 ADDIN EN.CITE 
(Aguinaldo & Gomez, 2023; Baitalik & Bhattacharjee, 2023; Cengiz et al., 2011; Del Chiappa et al., 2018; Eshliki & Kaboudi, 2012; Hsu et al., 2019; Khairuddin et al., 2024; Mustapha & Azman, 2013; Pongponrat & Pongquan, 2007; Thaman et al., 2016)
. However, in Vietnam, studies on this topic are carried out with the general population 


(Lê Chí Công, 2018; Thanh, 2020; Trân, 2021) ADDIN EN.CITE  or residents and tourism workers (Quang et al., 2023) the research subjects have not been focused on coastal local communities and island communities. 
Regarding the research context: This topic has been studied in quite a few countries around the world, and especially focuses on the Asia-Pacific region. Because this area, in addition to its strong tourism resources is culture, marine tourism resources are always attractive to tourists all over the world and Vietnam is no exception. Vietnam with beautiful beaches is mainly concentrated in the central region of Vietnam, including beaches in Binh Thuan province. Studies have been conducted in the South Central coastal area 


(Lê Chí Công, 2018) ADDIN EN.CITE  Nha Trang 


(Thanh, 2020; Trân, 2021) ADDIN EN.CITE  Binh Dinh (Quang et al., 2023) but there has been no research focusing on Binh Thuan province. Binh Thuan province has the advantage of resources such as 192 km of coastline, islands, bays, etc.; long beach, white sand, clean and beautiful sea water; fresh and cool air; many traditional craft villages such as fishing, making fish sauce; unique architecture, customs, and festivals have attracted domestic and international visitors. Binh Thuan's tourism industry has so far developed tremendously with an average growth rate of 31.3%/year, contributing nearly 10% to the province's GRDP 


(Châu, 2023) ADDIN EN.CITE . Therefore, it is necessary to study the participation of local communities in sustainable marine tourism development to contribute to promoting tourism to become a key economic sector of the province.
5. Conclusion
The paper systematically researched the participation of local communities in the development of marine tourism in the world and Vietnam. Basically, the studies have modernized the original sites, methods, contents, and theories. From there, research gaps are identified to serve as a premise for future research in Vietnam. Further research in Viet Nam should approach in the direction of combining theories of sustainable development, SET and TPB have a more complete interpretation of local community participation behavior; focusing on coastal residents and island residents; verify whether the relationship between the intended behavior and the participating behavior is affected by the experience factor of participating in tourism; Mixed research methods should be carried out to have diverse and in-depth sources. The research area focuses on destinations with sea tourism as a strength, with a lot of potential to develop sea tourism such as Binh Thuan province. Binh Thuan province with its advantages in terms of resources and especially the policy of prioritizing tourism development is one of the three key economic sectors of the province but there is still a lack of research in this area.
