AN INVESTIGATION INTO THE PRONUNCIATION ERRORS BY
VIETNAMESE LEARNING FRENCH FROM THE PHONOLOGICAL-

Abstract

Pronunciation is the basis for the acquisition and development of language competence,
especially the communication skills. Incorrect pronunciation can radically affect learners’
writing skills, and more seriously listening and speaking skills. This research aimed to
systematize the pronunciation errors of French-learning Vietnamese from a phonological-
phonetic point of view. Thus, pedagogical suggestions are made to enhance learners’
pronunciation.
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
