Accompanying Events

Art Exhibition: Together with the University of Arts, Hue University, EWV is
holding an international fine arts exhibition called “Living With Heritage.”
Conference participants will visit the University of Arts, where the exhibition will
be held throughout the conference and will remain open until October 1.

Musical Performance: Diverse performances that include dance, musical
instrument showcasing, and singing from Hué artists and from a troupe of Khmer
musicians, dancers and singers who are lecturers and students from Tra Vinh
University/ University of Tra Vinh in the Mekong Delta.

Ao Dai Event: Launching a new museum to document the historical development
of the “Ao Dai” (the traditional Vietnamese dress/robe). Conference participants
will get the chance to meet with designers, artisans, dress makers, etc. to learn
how they maintain and continue to inspire this critical form of heritage.

Art Installation: The Diém Phung Thi Art Museum is hosting an installation by
Phan Lé Ha, Tran Quang Trung, and Liam C. Kelley called “Melody of Rain.”
This installation uses abandoned architectural materials and other discarded old
objects from around Hué and beyond, and a narrative from a multi-part novel by
Phan L& Ha, to elicit ideas about heritage, history, mobility, and how we live with
heritage across cultural and transnational spaces. There will be an official opening
of this exhibition during the Conference.

Royal Tomb and Imperial Citadel Visits: During the conference, conference
participants will visit a royal tomb, and the Imperial Citadel, and see and learn
about the Nguyén dynasty, the last Vietnamese dynasty.

Gala Evening: The “Phong Y Yén,” held on the grounds of the historic An Dinh
Palace, will take place in the evening of August 4 (Friday). Conference
participants will have the chance to attend an evening event that is designed to
highlight and honor the glory and glamour of the past, via images, materials and
artefacts that are rich and still run deep in living heritage and traditions of Hue.
This event will feature diverse performances, a fashion show from models who
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showcase several limited edition designs especially created for the “Phong Y
Yén” by fashion designers, and cuisine that represents the elegance of Hué’s past
as the royal capital and as the now city of heritage. **This event may require a

paid ticket for admission. More information will be available soon.

Cultural Performance: Traditional spirit mediums and supporting artists from
the three regions of Vietnam (north, center and south) will perform the ritual Hau
DPdng ceremony at the conference. This particular form of ritual performance has
been officially recognized by UNESCO as a form of intangible heritage.

Book Displays, Introduction of New Books, and Book Prize: The conference
will display and introduce a range of books, including those from some
conference presenters. Three book prizes from Springer Nature for three best
presentations will also be presented.

Sketch Walks, Live Sketch: You will join us in these super fun and engaging
activities led by Vietnamese and international artists.

Everything Poetry: Led by poetry lovers, we guarantee that participants will
live, feel and experience with all the senses a well-rounded conference that is
poetic in every way one can imagine.
