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QUANG NINH TOURISM AND THE ISSUE OF DEVELOPING MUSLIM
FRIENDLY TRAVEL DESTINATION

Abstract

Halal tourism is a relatively new segment within the niche tourism market and holds immense
potential for profitability when strategically developed. Muslim travelers not only seek visits to
popular destinations but also desire cultural, religious, and social experiences that align with their
faith and values, thereby creating significant demand for Halal-compliant services. Moreover, Halal
products and services have gained popularity beyond Muslim communities, being recognized for their
high quality and grounded in principles of honesty and mutual respect. Major global tourism markets
have demonstrated keen interest in Halal tourism, including Vietnam in general and Quang Ninh in
particular. This paper aims to clarify the concept of Halal tourism, analyze the opportunities and
challenges in developing Halal tourism in Quang Ninh, and propose strategies to establish Quang
Ninh as the first standardized Halal destination in Vietnam. The methodology is primarily based on
secondary data sources. The paper also offers several recommendations relevant to local businesses
and governmental bodies.

1. Introduction

The term "tourism" first emerged from the practices of wealthy British families who sent
their children to study across Europe (Leiper, 1979). Today, the term is associated with nearly
every aspect of human life. According to Chadwick (1994), tourism refers to the activity of
individuals traveling outside their usual environment for a certain period, with the primary
purpose of exploration or experiential engagement with new places. While Graf and Ossig
